Approximately 450,000 school buses

nation-wide transport 24 million children

daily. Roughly 95% are diesel powered.

The remainder are CNG or gasoline.

A 2002 study conducted by the Yale School

of Forestry and Environmental Studies

found exposure levels inside a diesel

school bus were 5-15 times greater than

the surrounding air.

Recent studies by UCLA and UC Riverside

concluded in a single day, a child riding in a

school bus will breathe in anywhere from 7

to 70 times more exhaust from that bus

than a typical Los Angeles resident will

inhale from all school bus emissions in the

area.
